Thisisthetime set for Hearing on Modification of Child Support arising from
Respondent/Father’ s pro per Petition to Modify Child Support “ Smplified Process’ filed on
October 27, 2011. The Petitioner/Mother, Lisa Howard (hereinafter referred to as“Mother”), is
present with above-named counsel. The Respondent/Father, Ray Guzman (hereinafter referred
to as“Father”), is present with above-named counsel.

A record of the proceedings is made by audio and/or videotape in lieu of acourt reporter.
Prior to commencement of proceedings, Lisa Howard and Ray Guzman are sworn.

LET THE RECORD REFLECT that the parties met informally with a Family Court
Conference Center Officer prior to the commencement of today’ s hearing. The Court has been
advised that the parties have reached partial agreements as follows:

Areas of Agreement:
Mother’ sincome to be attributed at her monthly salary of $6,222.67.

Neither party supports other natural or adopted minor children.
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The minor child of the partiesis over the age of 12.

Mother pays $188.85 per month for medical insurance for the emancipated daughter.
There are no childcare expenses.

There are no extra educational expenses.

There are no extraordinary expenses.

Mother has exercised zero parenting time in the past year.

Areas of Disagreement:
Father’sincome:

Father’ s position:
- Father is self-employed and hisincome should be attributed at $1,916.00 per
month ($23,000.00 per year).

Mother’ s position:
- Father’sincometo be attributed at $3,000.00 per month (the income Father listed
on alease application in June 2010).

Testimony is heard on Father’ sincome.

Father testifies that the youngest child of the parties will graduate from high school in
May 2013. Father testifiesthat at the time he signed the lease agreement in June 2010, Father
thought he was projecting that he could be making $3,000.00 per month.

Father testifies that from December 2010, the significant change of circumstanceis dueto
adownturnin the economy. Father testifiesthat hisincome has averaged $1,916.00 per month
since January 1, 2012. Father further testifies that he does not have a bank account.

Father testifies that on November 30, 2010, Father agreed to waive child support aslong
as Mother continued to provide medical insurance for the parties' oldest child, Ashley.

Mother testifies that the parties were divorced in 2008 but Father moved back into the
homein 2008 for a period of time. At that time, Mother testifies that Father’ sincome was
approximately $1,000.00 per month and Father paid for many itemsin cash.

Ms. Vecchia advises the Court that the agreement reached on November 30, 2010 was a
Rule 69 Agreement memorialized on the record.

Father testifies that he entered into the Rule 69 Agreement
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The parties are advised that the issue of Father’sincome and whether the Rule 69
Agreement entered into on November 30, 2010 is taken under advisement.

Ms. Vecchio makes an oral request for reimbursement of attorney’s fees.
