This is the time set for Evidentiary Hearing on the Petition to Modify Order of 
Assignment filed May 15, 2009 by Frank Garr and the Petition for Hearing filed June 11, 2009 
by Dawn Marie Garr (Simpson).  Petitioner/Mother, Dawn Marie Garr (Simpson) is present on 
her own behalf.  Respondent/Father, Frank Philip Garr, is present and participating 
telephonically on his own behalf.
 

A record of the proceedings is made by audio and/or videotape in lieu of a court reporter.

On the Court’s own motion,

IT IS ORDERED directing the Docket Department of the Clerk of the Court to change 
the name on the caption for Petitioner, from Dawn Marie Garr to Dawn Marie Simpson,
effective immediately.
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Dawn Marie Simpson and Frank Philip Garr are sworn.

LET THE RECORD REFLECT that the parties met informally with an officer of the 
Family Court Conference Center prior to the commencement of today’s hearing. The Court has 
been informed that the parties reached agreement as follows:

• Father continued to pay a $100 per month payment on arrears after judgment was satisfied 
resulting in Father paying $2,992.51 for the time period October 1, 2005 through
September 30, 2009.

• October 7, 2005 judgment was entered for child support arrears in the amount of $2,174.30
and $1,016.75 for uninsured/unreimbursed dental bills resulting in a total judgment for 
$3,191.05; which has been paid in full and satisfied.

• March 27, 2006 judgment for $1,446.81 “remaining balance of medical expenses” was 
entered.

• Father’s overpayment is $1,545.70 after the March 27, 2006 judgment for “remaining 
balance of medical expenses” is paid and satisfied by application of the $2,992.51 
overpayment.

THE COURT FINDS that there is a substantial and continuing change in the 
circumstances warranting modification of the Order of Assignment.

IT IS ORDERED modifying the Order of Assignment to remove payment on arrears for 
$100.00 per month.  

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the October 7, 2005 judgment for child support 
arrears in the amount of $2,174.30 plus $1,016.75 for uninsured/unreimbursed dental bills 
resulting in a total judgment for $3,191.05 has been paid in full and satisfied.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the March 27, 2006 judgment for “remaining balance 
of medical expenses” in the amount of $1,446.81 is paid in full and satisfied.

Mother testifies that Father currently owes $6,302.51 in unreimbursed/uninsured 
medical/dental/vision expenses and requests that Father’s remaining overpayment of $1,545.70 
be applied to this outstanding balance.

Mother further testifies she timely provides Father with receipts and invoices of 
medical/dental/visions incurred by certified mail, return receipt requested.
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Father testifies further and disagrees and disputes the billing records and invoices Mother 
alleges she has provided.

Discussion is held.

LET THE RECORD REFLECT that Mother has not filed a Petition to Enforce for the 
Uninsured/Unreimbursed Medical/Dental/Vision Expenses she has further testified to this date.

LET THE RECORD FURTHER REFLECT that Father’s balance of $1,545.70 
remains in suspense pending the parties further petitioning the Court for remedy.

LET THE RECORD FURTHER REFLECT an Order of Assignment shall initiate 
electronically by the above-named deputy clerk.

IT IS ORDERED signing this minute entry as a formal order of this Court pursuant to 
Rule 81, Arizona Rules of Family Law Procedure.
